Aid for the Victims,
Comfort for the Dying:
Scouts are Ready
And Willing to Help

On November 16, 1985, a little girl called Omaira
laying dying in front of the tv cameras after a natural
catastrophe hit Colombia. Although powerless to pre-
vent her death, Colombian Scout Fidel Diaz stood beside
her until the terrible 1ast moment.

A year later on the same day, Fidel Diaz was beside the
girl’s mother who had returned to place a ssimple cross at the
place where Omarra had died. Fidel hung his Scout scarf on
the cross as a symbol of universal frniendship and Scout
determinauon 1o help those siruck by disasters,

This dramatic scene touched the whole world. It was but
one of thousands of rescue gestures carned out by members
of the Scout Movement throughout the world duning catas-
rophues.

The contnbution of Scouts duning
and after thsasterscan be traced back 10
the beginning of the Movement
Among examples from the pastiwenty
years the following should be noted.

+1964 — American Scouts helpedin
rescue operations such as transporta-
tion of the jnjured, relaying messages,
clearing-up operations, after an earth-
quake shook Alaska.

+1968 — After Florence, {taly, had
been devastated by floods, Scouts
helped save thousands of archives and
works of art.

»1968 - Duning “Operaton Sicihy
hundreds of italan Scouw strugpled o
snow and mucd o distribuie provicions
and clothes o earthguake victums and i
place dozens of bodies 1n coffins

+1976 and 1977 - These two years
saw Scouls helping on several occasions.
First, 1n Guatemala. the contnibution of
Scouts reached an outstanding leve] and
included rescuing injured and recon-
sirucuing houses, as well as supphomg
drnnking water 1n collaborauon wir
UNICEF and the United Nations Disaster
Relief Co-ordinator (UNDRO) afier an
earthquake. Mindanao in the Philippines
was ful by amajor earth remor and audal
wave, Dozens of Scoul ieams were there
